Tip

The DOE has taken powers
to restrict the movement of
imported animals from
specified places. It means
that a purchaser of a

tortoise must sign a form
undertaking to keep it only
at his or her premises and

to provide the necessary
conditions for its survival. On
transfer of ownership another
form has to be signed — a
copy is given to the new
owner and the original kept
for 2 years by the previous
owner.

The conditions for survival are
1. Constant access to water
and food which must contain
fruit, green vegetables and
occasional canned dog food.
2. Access to weather proof
accommodation.

3. In winter the minimum
temperature for hibernation

is b deg C. In an active state
the minimum temperature must
be 20 deg C.
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
