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road going on to the ‘rec’ they now have
no claim on the toilets so it is left up to the
Memorial Hall Committee to sort out the
mess.

It is understood that the Council have
put out to tender the demolition and
making good of various public toilets in
the area. It was agreed, at the last
meeting of the Memorial Hall Trust, that
the toilets should be demolished and
Bradford Council were to be contacted in
order to find out who had got the contract
and would they add the Eldwick toilets to
the list.

Representation for the Eldwick Juniors
Football Club, was made at the meeting
by Mr Graham Franz, who is seeking to
improve the changing facilities for the
club. It was agreed at the meeting that
the existing toilets would not be practical
for this purpose. However it was
suggested that an extension to the Hall,
which would incorporate changing rooms,
may be considered as part of its overall
development plan. There was a lot of
support for this proposal and Mr Franz is
to continue to seek funding.
